Community Natural Resource Based Stewardship:

1-Continued to assist in the program design/modifications and water quality analysis for the Saco River monitoring program of the Green Mountain Conservation Group (Ossippee Watershed). This assistance has promoted stronger multijurisdictional (Maine and NH) watershed collaboration and has prompted efforts to secure additional grant funding to further assess surface and groundwater impacts. (Carrol County)
2. Continued to collect data as part of a Water/Nutrient Budget on Newfound Lake that encompasses  six primary watershed towns (9 towns in all). Working on a collaborative DES Watershed Assistance grant that includes representation from PSU, NLRA, F&G, Lakes Region Planning Commission, Jeffrey Taylor and Associates, local towns, etc to implement measures to better protect water quality. Attended four public project workshops during which water quality testing results were discussed (Grafton County: towns of Bridgewater, Bristol, Groton & Hebron)
3. Assisting in a 319 Watershed Assistance Grant for Clean Waters in the Acton ME/Wakefield NH region. Working with local volunteers to collect water quality data that can be used to track water quality changes and to help generate phophorus loading thresholds that will sustain high quality waters (participating lakes include: Horn Pond, Great East Lake, Lovell Lake and Lake Ivanhoe). (Carrol County)
4. Continued to provide assistance and coordination for the Mendums Pond Water and Nutrient Budget Project (Barrington NH).Another 319 Watershed Assistance grant project that is ongoing.

Lake Monitoring: Lake Kanasatka (Belknap County), Lovell Lake (Carrol County), Great East Lake (Carrol County), Silver Lake (Carrol County), Winni -Meredith Bay (Belknap County), Cooks Pond (Carrol County): 13 new monitors (6 individual sessions, one per lake)

NH LLMP volunteers contribute hours towards conducting …

· Approximately 950 Volunteer Trips (similar to the 2006 sampling season):   average 2.25 monitors/trip and 1.5 hours per trip =  3206 hours of sampling. With 1 person conducting post sampling processing of approximately one hour adding 950 hours.
· An additional 300 tributary/nearshore samples (not including the Newfound Lake tributary samples) were collected with an approximate amount of volunteer time totaling 450 hours (2 monitors/site at an average collection time of 45 minutes/site) 

· The Newfound Lake tributary monitors made approximately 500 stream measurements between July 2007 through June 2008 with an average of two monitors per stream with a time commitment of 45 minutes per stream (conservative estimate) that totaled 750 volunteer hours.

· 19 CFB in-lake sampling trips during which an average of 2 volunteers per trip (trip time = 3 hours) amassed 114 volunteer hours.

· 6 CFB tributary sampling trips during which a average of 4 volunteers/trip meet with the CFB staff for 30 minutes to discuss field sampling procedures and to ensure data were being collected using the appropriate protocols. 12 volunteer hours.

Total Volunteer hours = 5482

·  Conducted 12 CFB field trips to the Newfound Lake tributary inlets to gather physical and chemical data that included stream discharge measurements to develop rating curves for the Newfound Lake Water/Nutrient Budget
Publish annual Lake Reports on water quality assessment from volunteer monitoring efforts
Produce approximately 30 annual reports for lake monitoring participants. Some reports included data from multiple lakes (i.e. Milton Three Ponds, Wentworth/crescent report, Squam lake report)
