 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1“ SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1New Hampshire Fruit Growers’ Annual Meeting” an all day meeting
Friday, March 24, 2006, Alan’s Restaurant, Boscawen, NH
There were 33 growers/orchardists that received Pesticide Recertification Credits out of 58 people that attended the meeting.

Describe How Project Objectives Were Accomplished:
Due to increased cases of sooty blotch and fly speck on apple fruits in orchards in New Hampshire, orchardists needed to be updated on the development and control strategies both cultural and chemical, for these two diseases.  At the New Hampshire Fruit Growers’ Annual Meeting a presentation made by one of the top professional researchers in the northeast area.  Dr David Rosenberger presented to the orchardists current developments on disease development, disease monitoring, cultural and managerial practices to control the diseases along with proper pesticide use and timing of applications in order to reduce the disease occurrence.  Dr. Rosenberger also made presentations on “ SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Stone Fruit Disease Management” and “ SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Apple Tree Bark Diseases” and was part of a panel discussion on, “ SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Orchards in the Northeast - What’s Happening?”
Growers/Orchardists holding a New Hampshire private pesticide applicator license received New Hampshire Department of Agriculture, Division of Pesticide Control pesticide recertification credits for attending the meeting.

Describe How Project Results Were Communicated to Public:
The New Hampshire Tree Fruit Growers’ Annual Meeting was presented and offered to commercial tree fruit growers/orchardists.  A mailing was made to all the members of the New Hampshire Fruit Growers Association and to tree fruit growers/orchardists on each county from UNH CE Agricultural Resources Extension Educators mail listings.  A notice was mailed to the New Hampshire Weekly Market Bulletin announcing the New Hampshire Fruit Growers’ Annual Meeting. 
Describe How Your Project Results Will Benefit the Citizen of New Hampshire:
Attending tree fruit growers/orchardists are citizens of the state and their farm businesses are an important community resource and economical part of communities across the state.  Information provided through the New Hampshire Tree Fruit Growers’ Annual Meeting helped growers/orchardists control the plant diseases through use of cultural practices and the proper use of pesticides.  
Summarize the Overall Success of Your Program:

Based on the attendance, the New Hampshire Tree Fruit Growers’ Annual Meeting was successful.  At tree fruit growers’ twilight meetings taking place during the spring and summer, growers/orchardists constantly expressed their appreciation of having Dr. Rosenberger at the New Hampshire Tree Fruit Growers’ Annual Meeting.  Fewer cases of sooty blotch and fly speck on apples have been reported during this growing season.  Growers/Orchardists are asking more questions on Stone Fruit Disease and Apple Tree Bark Diseases and seem to be recognizing problems quicker.  Those growers/orchardists have stated that the presentations by Dr. Rosenberger opened their eyes to these plant disease problems.  Eight-eight percent of the individuals completing the annual meeting program evaluation rated Dr. David Rosenberger’s presentation in the area of good to excellent.  Ninety-seven percent of the individuals said that their knowledge on controlling sooty blotch and fly speck on apples was based on Dr. Rosenberger’s presentation.
Please Provide any Additional Comments:

We wish to thank and show our appreciation to the New Hampshire Department of Agriculture, Markets and Foods, the Division of Pesticide Control and the New Hampshire Pesticide Control Board for awarding this IPM Grant to the New Hampshire Fruit Growers’ Association, thereby allowing the New Hampshire Fruit Growers’ Association and University of New Hampshire Cooperative Extension to bring in such a fine speaker.  The grant allowed us to present a high quality annual meeting program that has had a positive impact on the tree fruit industry in New Hampshire.
The apple fruit evaluations conducted in the fall of 2006 by Dr. Alan Eaton, the UNH CE IPM Coordinator and Extension Entomology Specialist, has indicated a dramatic decrease in the percentage of apple fruit affected by Sooty Blotch and Fly Speck diseases compared to last year.  Reviewing the New Hampshire 25 year average of affected fruit, flyspeck average of 0.33% incidence; in 2005, the incidence of flyspeck was  8.50%  (this is 26 times the 25 year) and in 2006, the incidence of flyspeck was 0.32%.  For sooty blotch, the 25 year average was 0.109% incidence, in 2005 the incidence was 3.97% and in 2006, the incidence was 0.21. Orchardists have stated that the program offered in March 2006, in combination with the UNH CE efforts. increased their awareness of these diseases and changed how they developed their strategies for controlling these diseases.
